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The Danish girl (2015), directed by Tom Hooper, is a British biographical romantic drama. It is based on the fictional novel by David Ebershoff and inspired by the lives of Danish painters Lili Elbe and Gerda Wegener. It has 66 nominations at the moment, including an Academy award for the best performance by an actor in a leading role (Eddie Redmayne), best performance by an actress in a supporting role (Alicia Vikander), best achievement in costume design and best achievement in production design. The film also won 23 other awards.

Eddie Redmayne and Alicia Vikander are starring as Einar and Gerda who are husband and wife. The story develops when Gerda asks her husband to fill in for a model for her portrait of a dancer. They eventually came up with a plan to attend a society ball with Einar dressed as a woman - Lili. However, it soon becomes clear that Lili is here to stay and both Einar and Gerda get confused by the experience.

I find the film to be a complete success. Eddie Redmayne was absolutely fascinating and completely unforgettable as Lili. The plot is extremely intriguing, the screenplay is very well written and the costume design looked totally spectacular. Last but not least, the acting was very convincing.
